	The PNAC was briefed on a few Bills of Interest as follows:

· HB13 –
· SB292 - Establishes a grant program to reduce arrest

· HB337 - Related to suspension, termination and reinstatement of eligibility for individuals confined in county jails

· SB1849 - Screening of mental illness and intellectual and developmental disabilities for individuals who are arrested

· SB1326 - Provides a county jail based competency restoration programs
· SB74 - Streamlines credential requirements for behavioral health providers in order for children to have access to certain behavioral and psychiatric rehabilitative services

The PNAC offered feedback. Discussion followed.

Integral Care is launching a new type of mental health crisis service for people living in Austin and Travis County. Stakeholders in Travis County worked together over many years to identify the types of services our community needs and prioritized this level of care as critical to our continuum of services.
The Herman Center will provide short term emergency psychiatric crisis care that includes stabilization, assessment and treatment in a secure, protected residential environment for individuals experiencing mental health crises. It will offer the right level of care at the right time, while reducing the cost of care and improving health outcomes for patients. Adding this service to the continuum of care will ensure that psychiatric crisis treatment is available in the most appropriate and cost-effective setting.
The PNAC offered feedback. Discussion followed.

At Child and Family Services they not only provide counseling services, but also employ two RN’s to provide wellness checks upon intake and every 90 days. Partnerships with health clinics located on school grounds. Mutual referrals between primary care and behavioral health. Behavioral health uses office space at primary care.
In addition:

· We have 4 therapists in each district

· Each therapist has a caseload of 25-30 kids

· We are on approximately 32 campuses 

· We serve around 300 kids at any given time

· Del Valle ISD Board members recently approved to help pay for 4 additional therapists
